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Indictment

I.
Hereunder of the facts (Criminal Investigation [?] 171787/10 by YAHBAL
):

1.
The Hezbollah is a terrorist organization as defined in the Penal Code, 5737-1977, and is also defined as an unauthorized association by force of the decree of the Minister of Defense by force of the Defense Regulations (Emergency) and as a terrorist organization in accordance with the decree of the government, by force of Title 8 of the Terror Prevention Order, 5708-1948 (hereunder, “the Organization”).

2.
On 12 July 2005 the Accused was summoned for investigation by the General Security Service
  in the course of which he was asked about his trips to Jordan and the identity of the people with whom he met in that country. In the course of the investigation, the Accused gave, among others, the name of Hassan Jaja, a Jordanian of Lebanese extraction, whom he became acquainted with in Jordan and with whom he met several times (hereafter: “Hassan Jaja”.) At the end of the investigation the Accused was cautioned that in the event that anything is offered or suggested to him that could possibly damage the security of the state he should consider his actions, and that he – as a citizen of the state – was expected to report to the authorities.

3.
Between 24 July 2008 and 2 August 2008 the Accused spent a vacation in Sharm Al Sheikh (hereinafter, “the Vacation”).

4.
In the course of the Vacation a person approached the Accused who introduced himself as a Lebanese man who had come to speak with him on behalf of a friend they shared, from Lebanon. After a conversation which lasted about an hour, the person asked the Accused to meet him alone, and the Accused agreed to do so and met him at a café the next day (hereinafter, “the Meeting”).

5.
This person (hereinafter, “the Agent”) is a member of the Hezbollah organization, and operates on its behalf. The Agent was referred to the Accused for the purpose of recruiting him by Hassan Jaja, who is also active on behalf of the Hezbollah, and who was in constant contact with the Accused.

6.
In the course of the Meeting the two men spoke about the relationship between Jews and Arabs in Israel, and about the way Israel’s Arabs see the Hezbollah Organization and the Second Lebanon War.

7.
At a certain point in the conversation, which continued for approximately an hour and a quarter, the Agent introduced himself to the Accused as an activist working on behalf of the Hezbollah Organization. The Agent indicated to the Accused that the struggle by Hezbollah is for the Palestinian people and the Arabs of Israel, and that as he understood that the Accused was a Palestinian Nationalist, he was requesting his assistance.

8.
The Agent asked the Accused to photograph military, financial, and industrial facilities of importance to the State of Israel for the Organization, and that he collect information about military and security sites inside Israel. The Accused said that he was not suitable for this task due to his age, and due to the fact that he was a father of five, and expressed his concern that he might be caught. The Accused asked how he was supposed to convey the pictures, and the Agent said that he had nothing to fear, and introduced him to encryption software which makes it possible to convert one picture to another. The Agent offered the Accused that he take the installation disk for the software, but the Accused said that he was afraid to take the disk, as searches are conducted at the border, and he was afraid to be caught. 

9.
The Agent asked the Accused if he could recommend to him people who could be potential candidates for recruitment by the Hezbollah Organization and the Accused, who knew that the organization in question was a terrorist organization, which acts to harm the security of the state and its residents, gave to the Agent the names of two people whom the Accused was well familiar with and whom, in the belief of the Accused, were Palestinian Nationalists from Israel who can be counted upon.

10.
The Agent wrote down the names of the two people who were recommended by the Accused, gave the Accused a note bearing an email address, and asked him to send to this address the names of additional people whom he would recommend for recruitment to the Hezbollah Organization. The Accused kept the note with the email address for a long time until he tore it up, fearing the he would be caught with it in his possession. The Accused did not make any further contact with the Agent. 

11.
By the actions specified above, the Accused engaged in contact with a foreign agent on behalf of the Hezbollah Organization, which is a terrorist organization, without a reasonable explanation, and also gave him information which could assist the terrorist organization.

II.
The sections of law under which the Accused is accused:

Contact with a Foreign Agent – a crime under Section 114 of the Penal Code, 5737-1977 (hereinafter: “the Law””.

Providing information which could assist the enemy – a crime under Section 111 (mid) of the aforementioned Law.
