Date of arrest is listed as 19 February 2011

Professor Constantine Petrocvich is named as Dirar’s Ph.D. instructor at the Kharakov (sp?) military academy. 

[item 5] Dirar is accused of having used an entry permit to the military academy in order to take part in lessons and academic activity relating to ballistic weaponry and of having obtained extensive knowledge in the field of developing missiles and mechanisms for the control, propulsion, and stabilization of them. 

6. Moved to Gaza with a Ph.D. in electrical engineering, working as an engineer in the Electric Company there.

“7. [he] joined the Hamas and worked in it covertly, as such activity was prohibited for employees of the Electric Company. 

8. Within his activity with the Hamas, between 2002 and 2008, which are the years relevant for the charges, the Accused held a position in Hamas Leadership of Person Responsible for electricity. The Accused did this within the framework of his membership of a committee headed by senior Hamas activists Muhammad Dief, which dealt in the development and improvement of various types of missiles and mortars, including the Qassem, Yassine, Albattar, Abu Rassine, and Albana.”

Charges:

I. Joining the Hamas in 2002. (Conversations with Salah Shahada are quoted.) This includes having contact with a foreign agent, joining a terror organization and unlawful association, conspiring to commit a crime (manufacture weapons) and conspiring to take part in the shooting of missiles towards Israel, with the intention of hurting the residents of the State of Israel, taking part in the management or instruction of a terror organization, and taking part in its discussions, which could damage the security of the State of Israel. 

II. Development of the Qassem rocket in 2007, with a 22 km range, being involved in the development of the Qassem, and conspiring to fight against Israel. 

III. Same thing with the Yassine anti-tank missile, in 2003.

IV. Conspiring to develop missiles that would hit armored vehicles of the IDF forces, with the intention of using them to hurt IDF soldiers, being Israeli. 

V. Development of the “fins” that stabilize the albattar missile. [2003]

VI. Development of the Albana anti-tank missile, which did not end up with a missile in practice. 
VII. “At a date not known precisely to the Accuser, soon after the end of the Cast Lead operation, in or around the end of March 2009”, conspired to provide details about the differences between torpedo and regular missiles. [This counts as conspiring to provide the enemy with information that will be useful for him, with the intention of violating state security, and having provided such information.]

VIII. Translation of three documents about Russian Igla missiles. This counts as providing service to an unlawful association, such that these actions of his could violate state security. 

IX. “At a date not known precisely to the Accuser, soon after the end of the Cast Lead operation, in or around the end of January 2009”, took part in a lessons-learned process with Hamas leaders, including the idea of establishing a military academy that would train the officers and commanding ranks in the Hamas for their functionality under warfare and took upon himself the task of establishing and managing the military academy.
